Raise the  A  Back Panel so it is perpendicular to the B
Left Side Panel.  Align the three Screw Posts at the back
edge of the Side Panel with the corresponding holes on
the Back Panel.  With the arrows on the Cams pointing
toward the Screw Posts, guide the holes over the posts
and fasten by turning each of these cams CLOCKWISE as
far as they can turn.

IMPORTANT:  a second person should help support the
back panel in its upright position (or prop upright with
appropriate materials).

Attach the E Right Cabinet Rail to
the C Right Side Panel (with the roller nearest the front edge) using three
G  1/2” Flat-head Screws each. Fasten two J Caster Brackets to the holes
near the bottom end (unfinished edge; (with plastic inserts) of each side
panel using two  K  5/8” Machine Screws each.
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Insert two  M Wood Dowels into the
both ends of the  L  Kick Panel.

Properly identify the four types of rails used!

The Cabinet Rails  D , E  have C-shaped cross-sections;
rollers are at the FRONT, and the Left Cabinet Rail is
stamped “CL” near the roller, while the Right Cabinet Rail
is stamped “CR”.

The Drawer Rails  X , Y  have L-shaped cross-sections;
rollers are at the BACK, and they are stamped “DR” for
Right and “DL” for Left.

Use a rubber hammer or mallet to tap the  P  Hinges into the
recesses on the  R Left Door Panel. Use  the  pre-installed
screws to fasten the  Q  Hinge Mount Plates into the pre-drilled
holes on the Left Side Panel.  If the Hinge and Mount came in
separate pieces, bend the arms of the Hinges and insert the
slots of the arms over the Hinge Mount Plate set screws. Adjust

door position and tighten the set screws.  Turn
the unit onto its right side, and repeat with the
S  Right Door Panel.
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Position the F Top/Bottom Panels
over the  B  Left Side Panel with the
cams toward the bottom end, and
finished edge facing out. With the
arrows on the Cams pointing toward
the Posts, insert the holes
over the Posts and fasten
the posts to the cams by
turning the cams CLOCKWISE
until they stop.

Insert one dowelled end of
the  L  Kick Panel into the
Left Side Panel in the holes
nearest the front, bottom
end of the side panel.

Lift the  C  Right Side Panel
over the assembly.  Align the
Screw Posts with the
corresponding holes on
the Back Panel, and both
Top/Bottom Panels (also
guide the Wood Dowels
on the Kick Panel into the
holes in the side panel), then
fasten the posts to the cams by
turning the cams CLOCKWISE
until they stop.
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With two people, carefully stand the unit
upright. Fasten one  T  Handle to the
outer side of the Left Door Panel using
two  U  Long Screws. Fasten the other
Door Handle to the outer side of the
Right Door Panel with two more Long
Screws.

If necessary, center the Door Panels by
adjusting the set screws on the Door
Hinges  as needed.
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Install the drawer: lift the back rollers on the Drawer
Rails over the front rollers on the Cabinet Rails, tilt
the drawer enough to start the drawer moving, and
lower the drawer to push it all the way into place.

With the special  AA  Drawer Screws, fasten one of
the  Z  Drawer Sides to the  BB Drawer Back and the
DD  Inner Drawer Front, making sure all grooves face
the drawer center.  Carefully slide the  CC Drawer
Bottom into the grooves.
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Now fasten the other  Z  Drawer Side, with four  AA
Drawer Screws.
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Attach the  EE Outer Drawer Front to the drawer by
inserting  FF 7/8” Washer Screws through the inner
Drawer Front and into the Outer Drawer Front (use
the OUTER set of holes). Next, attach the  T  Handle
to the drawer by inserting two  GG  1-1/2” Screws
through the inner Drawer Front, the Outer Drawer
Front and into the Handle (use the INNER set of
holes). Tighten securely.  Attach the  X  Left Drawer
Rail and the  Y  Right Drawer Rail to the drawer
sides with the rollers toward the back, using three
G  1/2” Flat-head  Screws each.
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Insert two  V  Shelf Pegs into the small interior
holes on the left and right side panels, all on the
same level (See inset). Tilt the  W  Adjustable
Shelf and insert it between the doors. Position the
shelf onto the Shelf Pegs.
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
