Testing Initial Setup:
Before using the monitor, charge the battery
for 4-5 hours. To set up the system, you will
need two adults. One adult should view the
picture on the monitor while the other is in
the nursery to adjust the camera. Often the
quality of the reception can be improved by
slightly repositioning the camera or the
monitor.

To Wall-Mount Camera:

Step 1: Pre-drill a hole in the wall, a 3/16” (4.8mm)
drill bit (Fig C).

Step 2: Insert the wall anchor (included) into the
hole and with a hammer, tap gently on the end until
the wall anchor is flush with the wall.
