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FAQs – STBX1500401 Seagate Expansion compatibility with XboxOne

Q: Is the STBX1500401 compatible with Xbox One, Play Station and a Standard PC or Laptop?
A:  The STBX1500401 is compatible with Xbox One and a standard PC/Laptop.  Play Station does not currently allow for external USB storage.   You cannot use the drive with both the Xbox and PC/Laptop as the Xbox reformats the drive at which time the drive only works with the Xbox.

Q:  Can games be directly loaded onto the external storage?
A:  Once formatted under settings, storage the external storage can be set to be the default drive.   Games downloaded onto the console can also be copied or moved to the external storage by simply selecting the game and coping or moving the game over.

Q: Can Games run directly from the external storage and is there a significant lag compared to the console.
A:  Games can run from the external storage without putting in the disk into the console once the game is completely downloaded.   Games run at similar speeds from the External Drive as they do from the Console.  The console must be online to validate ownership of the game or the disk is required.   

Q: Is the external storage in place of the console or in addition.
A:  The external storage is in addition to the console.  

Q: Does the drive require a power source?
A: No the STBX1500401 is powered through the  USB 3.0 cable,
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
