Connecting the Display

2. Expand the stand base to its first step degree (65°) pulling it outward with two hands.

3. Further expand the stand base to 90 degrees with slightly more force. Do not apply

excessive force to expand the stand base to over 90 degrees, or it may damage the
monitor. k
