m Starting the computer

Press and hold the Power button for five seconds or more. The Lenovo logo and startup screen appear.

B Shutting down the computer

To shut down the computer, do one of the following:

O In the status drop-down list, select Shut Down — OK.

O Press and hold the Power button for five seconds or more and select Shut Down.

Note: If the system does not respond or you cannot shut it down, use the reset hole to reset your computer.
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®° Graphical user interface



The graphical user interface (GUI) changes interactively, such as the home screen or Apps screen.

Note: Screenshots are only for reference and may differ from your screen.

® Home screen

n Status bar: displays information about wireless connection, power supply, battery state, and clock.
a Apps launcher: launches the Apps screen.

B Custom app icons: displays custom app icons.

The status drop-down list contains the following frequently used functions.

o Enable or disable Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, airplane mode, or screen rotation.
O Increase or decrease volume and brightness.
O Restart the computer, put it to sleep, or shut it down.

To open this list, use the touch pad or gesture to drag the status bar in the upper right corner of the screen downwards.
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® Gestures

Gestures allow you to interact with the apps by manipulating the screen objects. The following table shows the core gesture set.

Touch
Press, lift

Triggers the default functionality for a given item.

Long press
Press, wait, lift

Allows you to select one or more items in a view
and act upon the data.




Swipe
Press, move, lift

Scrolls over flowing content, or navigates between
views in the same hierarchy.

Drag
Long press, move, lift

Rearranges data within a view, or moves data into
a container.

Double touch
Two touches in quick succession

Zooms into content. Also used as a secondary
gesture for text selection.

Pinch
2-finger press, move outwards/inwards, lift

Zooms into or out of content.
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®° Connecting to wireless LAN

Your computer comes with a wireless network card. It enables you access Internet via a wireless network.

Enable Wi-Fi

To enable the Wi-Fi function, select H — Settings . — Wi-Fi, and then toggle the Wi-Fi switch to ON. After wireless has been enabled, the
computer will automatically scan for available wireless networks and display them in the wireless LAN network list. You can select any network in the
list. After selecting a network, click Connect. You can also select l — Advanced to make the advanced Wi-Fi settings. You can also manually scan

or add a network.

Note: Each Wi-Fi network name has a status icon followed. E indicates the access password is not required and you can directly connect it.
E indicates the network is encrypted and you can only successfully connect it after a proper password is input.



Disable Wi-Fi

To disable the Wi-Fi function, do one of the following:

o Select E . Settings - — Wi-Fi and toggle the Wi-Fi switch to OFF.

o Select E — Settings - — More and check the Airplane mode option.

Note: All wireless connections on the computer will be disabled as soon as the airplane mode is enabled.

Display problems
When | turn on the computer, nothing appears o If the screen is blank, make sure that:
on the screen. - The USB cable is connected to the computer, and the AC power adapter is plugged into a working electrical

outlet.

- The computer power is on. (Press the Power button again for confirmation.)



The screen goes blank while the computer is on.

Sleep problems

The critical low-battery error message appears,
and the computer immediately turns off.

© Do one of the following to resume from sleep mode:
- Press any key on the keyboard. (Notebook mode only)

o The battery power is getting low. Connect the USB cable and the AC power adapter to the computer.

O Make sure that:
- The battery is charged.

- The operating temperature is within the acceptable range. See “Chapter 2. Use and care information” in the
Lenovo Safety and General Information Guide.

Note: If the battery is charged and the temperature is within range, have the computer serviced.

The computer does not return from sleep mode
and the computer does not work.

o If your computer is in sleep mode, connect the USB cable and the AC power adapter to the computer,
then press the Power button.

o If your computer is powered-off, connect the USB cable and the AC power adapter to the computer,
then press the Power button to resume operation.

Note: If the system still does not return from sleep mode, your system has stopped responding, and you cannot turn off the computer; reset the
computer. Unsaved data may be lost. Use the reset hole to reset the computer.

Display panel problems

The screen is blank.

Incorrect characters appear on the screen.

Sound problems

No sound can be heard from the speaker even
when the volume is turned up.

Battery problems

Your computer shuts down before the battery
status indicator shows empty.

Other problems

Your computer does not respond.

O Are the operating system or programs installed correctly? If they are installed and configured correctly,
have the computer serviced.

O Make sure that:

- The Mute function is off.
- The combo audio jack is not being used.

- Speakers are selected as the playback device.

o Recharge the battery.

© Press and hold the Power button for five seconds or more and select Shut Down to turn off your
computer. If the computer still does not respond, use the reset hole to reset your computer.
