Disposing Of Internal Rechargeable Battery
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Make sure speaker is in open/expanded position.

2. Locate the three retaining screws inside of the lower speaker casing and loosen
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each one with a small Phillips screw driver.

. Remove the speaker baffle and circuit board to locate the battery on the bottom

of the lower speaker casing.

. Clip the lead to the battery then dispose of battery in accordance with your local

regulations.

Maintenance

Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive
heat.

Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered
finish. A cloth or other protective material should be placed between it and the
furniture.
