B. To limit the rotation, use the
2.5mm Allen Key to insert the
supplied M5 Grub Screw into your
chosen Locking Hole until it sits
flush with the Base Plate.
NOTE: If you want the full
355° rotation, you do NOT
need to install a grub screw.
