There are many
technological advancements that make HDTV better, one of the largest aspects that bring you a
superior viewing experience is resolution.

Resolution

The crisp, lifelike picture people rave about when experiencing true HDTV is due to the
resolution this technology provides. The resolution is measured by calculating the number of
active lines of pixels. A pixel (which stands for picture element) is a small dot. The picture you
see on your TV is composed of these dots.

A regular television (called standard definition or analog) has a resolution of about 200,000
pixels (480 vertical pixels x 440 horizontal pixels = 211,200 pixels). The HDTV format is capable
of more than 2 million pixels. And more pixels mean greater detail. So HDTV is capable of
resolution that is up to almost 10 times the resolution of the picture on a regular, analog TV.

Integrated HDTV Tuner with QAM

RCA was the first to offer an integrated tuner with its HDTVs (no need for another box to receive
digital programming). Now, we've gone one better— your HDTV’s tuner is ready for digital cable
(no need for a cablebox to view unscrambled digital cable programming). The tuner is able to
decode all 16 formats of digital television broadcasts and it can interpret digital cable signals
because it includes QAM (Quadrature Amplitude Modulation).

The technical term is “Navigation” - how you move through the
on-screen menus. The method is the same throughout the menu screens:
highlight your choice and select it.

To use the TV’s menus, press the TV button on the remote control.
This puts the TV and remote in TV mode. Press the MENU button and
highlight the menu item you want with the up and down arrow buttons
on the remote. Use the up or down arrow button to move up or down.
Use the right or left arrow button to move right or left.

To select the item that you've highlighted, press OK.

AUTO CHANNEL SEARCH is the menu you should see when you first turn on the
TV. It allows the TV to search for all channels viewable through your digital and
analog connections. This is sometimes called auto programming.

1. From the Auto Channel Search menu press the right arrow button to choose
the Signal Source. The default is Both. To choose Digital or Analog, press
the right arrow button.

2. With the Signal Source chosen, press the down arrow button to select the
signal type (Antenna or Cable). Now select Start and press OK. AUTO
CHANNEL SEARCH searches all the available channels. (This step might take
10-15 minutes depending on your content provider).

3. Once the search is complete, setting the menu language is next. For
information on customizing vour channels or menu options, go to Chapter 3.

Note: After you complete the Auto Channel Search you may see an
additional screen. “Time stored in the TV may be incorrect after a loss of
power. Please check the time in the Time menu™ may appear, reminding
you that the time setting is incorrect. Go to page 30 for more information.

Choose the Menu Language

To set the language, use the arrow buttons to highlight Language. The default
language is English. To choose another language, press the right arrow button
on the remote, choose the language and press OK.

Tuning to a Channel

Analog channels display on your TV in a rectangle as you enter the numbers. You can use the
number buttons on the remote to access channels. In the example below, you can enter 12

or 012 to get the same channel. To enter a one-digit channel, such as channel 8, just press 8.
After entering the channel, press OK. The CLEAR button on the remote clears all entries.

Digital channels can have both primary channels (like the analog channel number) and
subchannels. Digital channels display in a larger rectangle that can contain up to eight
numbers. Numbers to the left of the - (dash) are the main channel number; numbers to the
right are the subchannel numbers for stations that broadcast more than one signal.

In the example to the left, press “17, press “2” (although 012 is shown in the example,
pressing “0” isn’t required) and then press the right arrow button to move to the subchannel.
Press “1” and then “OK.” The TV tunes to channel 12-1. If channel 12 is broadcasting
subchannel signals, you would enter numbers that would access the other signals. (Example:
12-1, 12-2, 12-3). If the selection times out, you must start over. Once you've entered all the
numbers to a channel, press OK. The CLEAR button on the remote clears all entries.

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Notes: You may experience a delay of several seconds before digital pictures appear,
both when you first tune to a digital signal and when you change channels. This is
normal. Digital channels sometimes lake longer to tune.

Tuning to a Channel (continued)

Some channels might have been found during the channel search that are unavailable to
view and you might want to get rid of these so they don’t appear as you change channels.
To do this go to Main Menu/Setup menu/List & Labels. Note that removing channels from
your channel list may be time consuming, so you might want to do it later. Go to page 33 for
details on editing your channel list.

What to Expect

Watching TV

Remember: If you have an analog signal connected to your ANTENNA/CABLE ANALOG
INPUT, then view analog channels on your Analog Input. (The ANTENNA button on the
remote tunes to the analog/digital inputs). Analog channels are sent in a 4:3 format. You
can press the left arrow and right arrow buttons on the remote to choose different screen
formats (4:3, 16:9 or Stretch). This is also known as the aspect ratio. Go to page 30 for
examples of screen formats.

Remember: If you have a digital signal connected to your ANTENNA/CABLE DIGITAL
INPUT, then view digital channels on your Digital Input. (The ANTENNA button on the
remote tunes to the analog/digital inputs). Most digital channels are sent in a 16:9 format;
it depends on how the station is formatting the video. If so, you'll see gray or black bars
at the top and bottom of the screen.

Programming the Remote to Operate
Other Components

The universal remote can be programmed to operate most brands of remote
controllable components. The remote is already programmed to operate most
RCA, GE, and Proscan components.

Note: The TV button can't be programmed on this remote.

Find Out If You Need to Program the Remote

To determine whether the universal remote needs to be programmed to operate
one of the components connected to your TV, such as a VCR, do the following:

1. Turn on the component you want (o operate,

2. Press and hold the component button you want to program (like VCR).
While holding the component button, press and hold ONeOFF until the
component button (DVD, VCR) light on the remote turns off. Then release
both buttons.

3. Point the remote at the component. Keep the remote pointed at the
component until the end of this step.

Press and release PLAY, then wait 5 seconds or until the component button
(DVD, VCR) light on the remote stops flashing.

At this point the remote is searching for the correct code to program. If, after
5 seconds, the component you want to operate does not turn off, press PLAY
again to tell the remote to search the next set of codes.

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Using Automatic Code Search (continued)

Continue pressing PLAY until the component turns off or the component button (DVD, VCR) light on the remote
turns off. If the component button light turns off, then all codes for that particular component have been tested
once. If the component does not turn off, then the remote can’t be programmed to operate that component.

If the component you want to control does turn off:
1. Press and release REVERSE, then wait 2 seconds. Repeat this step until the device turns back ON.

2. To finish, press and hold STOP until the component button (DVD, VCR) light on the remote turns off. A code that
controls your component has been saved to that remote button.

Using Direct Entry

1. Turn on the component to be programmed.
2. Look up the brand and code number(s) for the component on the code list in this section.
3. Press and hold the component button you want to program on the remote.

4. Enter the code from the remote control code list on the following pages. If the component button (DVD, VCR)
light on the remote flashes, you have either entered an invalid code or the button isn't programmable.

5. Release the component button, point the remote at the component and then press ONOFF to see if the
component responds to the command. If it doesn’t, try pressing the component button and then ONeOFF again.

* If you get no response, repeat these steps using the next code listed for your brand, until the component responds

to the remote commands.

¢ If you try all the codes for your component brand and none work, try the automatic code search method. If
automatic code search doesn’t find the code, the remote is not compatible with your component.

How to Use the Remote After You've Programmed It

Because this universal remote can control different components (TV, DVD, VCR) it uses operational modes triggered
by the component buttons. For example, if you want the remote to control the TV, you would press the TV button to
put the remote into TV mode before you could control the TV.

1. Press the appropriate component button (TV, DVD, VCR) to set the remote to control the component.
2. Press ONsOFF to turn the component on or off.
3. Use the remote buttons that apply to that component.

Notes: The remote may not be compatible with all brands and models of components. It also may not operate
all functions of the remote that came with your component.

If you keep pressing buittons and nothing bappens, the remote is probably in the wrong mode. You must press
the component buiton that matches the component you want to operate (i.e., if you want to operate the DVD
player, press DVD on the remote control to put the remote in DVD mode.)

Using the INPUT Button

Use the INPUT button to scroll through the available input channels and view components you have connected to the
TV.

1. Press TV to place the remote in TV mode. Make sure the component you want to view is turned on.
2. Press INPUT to tune to an available input channel.

3. To return to the channel you were previously watching on TV, press CH+ or CH- or use buttons 0-9 to enter the
channel number.

Parental Controls and V-Chip

The choices in the USA V-CHIP menu involve software inside your TV (referred to as V-Chip) which allows you to
block TV programs and movies based on violence, sex or other content you may believe children should not view.

Once vou block programs, yvou can unblock programs by entering a password.

By default, the software inside your TV is turned “off.” For instructions to turn on V-Chip, refer to Activate Parental
Control below.
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How V-Chip Works

V-Chip reads the program’s age-based rating (7TV-MA, TV-14, etc.) and content themes (Violence (V), Adult Language
(L), etc.). If you have blocked the rating and/or content themes that the program contains, you will receive the
message: This channel bas not been approved for viewing. Change channel or press OK to enter password and
temporarily deactivate the Parental Control.

Broadcasters are not required to provide content themes, so programs received with no content themes will only be
blocked if you block their age-based rating. You can also block out programs that have been given a rating of Not
Rated and programs that are considered unrated.

The TV age-based ratings and content themes you can block are identified and explained in detail in Chapter 4.

The following sections give you more details about how to change the status of TV program limits.

To access the Sound menu, press MENU on the remote and select SOUND from
the Main Menu. Depending on the kind of signal you're watching, the Sound
menu will have different items available for you to adjust.

Treble Press the right arrow button to increase the output and the left arrow to
decrease.

Bass Press the right arrow button to increase the output and the left arrow to
decrease.

Balance Press the right arrow button to increase the audio output in the right
speaker; press the left arrow button to increase the audio output in the left

Int. Speakers (Internal Speakers) Turns the TV's internal speakers on or
off. Turn off the internal speakers if you have an audio receiver connected to
the TV. Press the right arrow button to turn Int. Speakers on or off.

At switch on 1f the box is checked, the stored message will be displayed
on the screen the next time the TV is turned on.

On time Enables you to display the message at a time you specify. Use
the OK button to choose between AM and PM.

On date Allows you to display the message on a date you specify.

Date Lets you set the date when the message will be displayed.
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Frequently Asked Questions (FAQSs)

What's the quickest way to view High Definition (HD) video?
Connect an off-air antenna to the ANTENNA/CABLE DIGITAL INPUT to view local digital channels. You might need to
purchase an antenna. Go to page 6 for more information.

How do | tell an analog channel from a digital channel?

There are three different ways to tell if your channel is digital or not. Press the INFO button to display the channel
banner. Look at the left side for a channel number. Channels with a primary channel and a subchannel is a digital
channel, but not all digital channels have subchannels. Look at the lower left corner for the Digital TV program listing
and description. Go to page 23 for more information.

Why does channel search find a lot of channels, but when I try to tune to them there’s nothing there?

Some channels are enabled by the cable company that don’t carry programming, such as video-on-demand. When
channels are unavailable, your TV’s screen displays Unusable Signal. You probably want to get rid of these so they no
longer appear in your channel list. Remove these in the Channel List menu. Go to page 33 for more information.

Why does the first channel search take a long time?

If you're searching for analog and digital (both) in the Channel Search menu, the TV is looking for all available
channels in the channel list. If you do have digital channels, the TV is also searching for each subchannel of that
digital channel.

How do | control other devices I've connected to the TV?
Because your TV came with a universal remote, you can program your remote to the button corresponding with the
device you have connected to your TV. Go to page 18 for information on programming your remote.

Why are there black bars on my screen and can | get rid of them? (models HD26W854T and HD30W854T only)
Analog channels are normally sent in a 4:3 format, which cannot fill a 16:9 screen like your TV. Most digital channels
are sent in a 16:9 format which do fill your screen, but sometimes are sent in 4:3. It depends on how the station is
formatting the video. Aspect ratios are determined by the broadcaster and may change from one program to another.
Use the FORMAT button on the remote to see the different formats available that may eliminate the black bars. Go to
page 30 for more information on screen formats.

No other options are possible aside from those vou see by cycling through this button. You can however change the
default settings for both analog and digital programming through the menu. Go to page 36 for more details.
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Troubleshooting

Most problems you encounter with your TV can be corrected by consulting the following troubleshooting list.

TV Problems

TV won't turn on
* Make sure the TV is plugged in.

* Press either the TV button or the ON/OFF button (while the remote is in TV mode) to connect the TV to the power
source,

*  Check the wall receptacle (or extension cord) to make sure it is “live” by plugging in something else.
* Something might be wrong with your remote control. Press the POWER button on the front of the TV. If the TV turns
on, check the remote control. Go to page 40 for more remote control solutions.

e The Front Panel may be locked. Go to page 29 for more information.

Buttons don't work

e If you're using the remote control, press the TV button first to make sure the remote is in TV mode.

e The front panel controls may be locked (disabled). Use the remote control to unlock the front panel controls by
selecting the Front Button Lock in the Parental Controls menu and choosing unlock (enable).

*  Unplug the TV for five minutes and then plug it back in. Turn the TV on and try again.

TV turns off unexpectedly

e Sleep Timer might have been activated. Go to page 36 for instructions.

e Tuwrn Off-Timer might have been activated. Go to page 37 for instructions.

*  KidPass might have been set. Go to page 28 for instructions.

e Electronic protection circuit may have been activated because of a power surge. If this happens frequently, the voltage
in your house may be abnormally high or low.

TV turns on unexpectedly

o Wake-Up Timer might have been set. Go to page 306 for instructions.

Blank screen

*  You may be on an inactive channel. Try another channel.

*  Make sure you have connected devices to the TV correctly and they are turned on.

e If you've connected another device (such as a camcorder or DVD player) make sure you select the Video Input Channel
that is used for that device. Use the INPUT button to toggle through the available Video Input Channels.

Unusual sound quality

 Check if SAP is turned on. Go to page 31 for instructions.

» Check Audio Output in Adv. (Advanced) Settings. Go to page 31 for instructions.

* Check that the audio is set to your language. Go to page 32 for instructions.

Digital tuning delayed

*  You may experience a delay of several seconds before digital pictures appear, both when you first turn on the digital
signals and when you change channels. This is normal.

No sound, picture okay

*  Maybe the sound is muted. Try pressing the volume up button to restore sound.

* Ifusing S-Video or Y, Pb, Pr, remember to also connect the device’s left and right audio output jacks to the TV's AUDIO
input jacks.

*  Maybe the speakers are turned off in the Sound menu. Check the fnt. Speakers (Internal Speakers) setting.

Channel search finds few channels

* The cable connected to the ANTENNA/CABLE ANALOG INPUT and/or ANTENNA/CABLE DIGITAL INPUT might be
loose.

* Your off-air antenna might be getting a weak signal. Move it higher or get a bigger antenna.
* Check settings in the Channel Search menu, and retry the channel search.

e Channel may be blocked or not approved through the PARENTAL CONTROL menu.

e If using a VCR, check to make sure the TV/VCR button on the VCR is in the correct mode (press the TV/VCR button on
your VCR).

* (Analog channels only) May be a weak station. Change the Sound Type to Mono (instructions on page 31).

No picture, no sound but TV is on

* The channel may be blank, change channels.

e Maybe the Signal Type is set wrong. Go to page 14 for more instructions.

*  You may have the wrong video input channel selected. Use the ANTENNA button to toggle through the available video
input channels.

Sound okay, picture poor

e Check antenna and video connections. Make sure all of the cables are firmly connected to the jacks.

s Press the FORMAT button repeatedly to view the picture in different video formats.

*  (Analog channels only) Try adjusting the Sharpness to improve weak signals. Go to page 32 for more instructions.

Black box appears on the screen
®  Closed Caption might be on. Check this setting in the SETUP menu. Go to page 34 for more instructions.

The Remote Control Doesn’t Work

* Something might be between the remote and the remote sensor on the device. Make sure there is a clear path and point
directly at the TV.

e  Maybe batteries in the remote are weak, dead or installed incorrectly. Put new batteries in the remote.

*  Maybe remote is not in TV mode. Press the TV button so the remote operates the TV,
